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Methodology for MRP modelling

This YouGov report differs from traditional polling because it uses polling data collected across Australia to model results for

each of the 150 federal electoral divisions, by matching survey responses to electorate-level data.

Research was commissioned by Climate Council Australia, The Sunrise Project and Lock The Gate. It was conducted via an

online survey between 12-17 Nov 2025, with a nationally representative sample of n = 3,783 Australian voters.

To ensure representativeness, quotas were set for age, gender, region, education, income and past federal vote. The data

were then weighted to the latest ABS population estimates and AEC election results.

Using MRP (multilevel regression with post-stratification) modelling, YouGov correctly predicted that Labor would be re-elected
with an increased maijority, while the Coalition would record its heaviest defeat in a federal election since the Liberal Party’s

formation. No other poll achieved this result.
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Executive summary 44% of 2025 Labor voters are less likely to

44% of 2025 Labor voters are “at risk” of not voting Labor if new environment laws don’t address climate change.
The over 2.3 million voters “at risk” for Labor are mapped over every electorate by YouGov's MRP model that predicted
Labor’s win in the 2025 election.

More than two-thirds of voters believe Australia's environmental laws should protect our environment from
climate change, and Labor voters “at risk” have even higher levels of concern.

« 68% of all voters agree that national environment laws should protect our environment from climate change. (Labor
voters at risk: 93% agree)

« 70% of all voters agree that national environment laws should consider the impacts of climate change when assessing
fossil fuel projects. (Labor voters at risk: 94% agree)

» 54% of all voters agree that a credible environment law would not allow companies to expand coal and gas projects
that increase climate pollution. (Labor voters at risk: 78% agree)

» 46% of all voters agree that coal and gas projects should not be fast-tracked under the national environment law while
25% disagree (Labor voters at risk: 72% agree, 5% disagree).

» 50% of all voters are concerned if the proposed laws undermined Australia’s ability to reach our climate targets. (Laborn
voters at risk: 81% agree)

« 65% of all voters believe it would be the wrong decision if the Prime Minister decides to not include climate change in
the environmental laws. (Labor voters at risk: 93% agree)
